ANNUAL MEETING

May 29, 2004

Dillon Town Hall

MINUTES
1. Call to Order- The meeting was called to order by Pen Wimbush at 10:15 AM after a social breakfast.

2. Attendance and Quorum- Board Members in attendance were Pen Wimbush and Judy Hunt.  Ned Brandt and Jan Griffith-Rahn represented Americana Resort Properties.    There were 82 total votes represented at the meeting: 29 owners with votes in attendance and 53 by proxy, of the 152 properties.

3. Approval of Prior Minutes- A motion to accept 2003 annual meeting minutes as they are written was made by Jay Weinstein, seconded by Jim Johnston.  The minutes were approved by unanimous vote.
4. President’s Report- Pen Wimbush asked that all owners informally introduce themselves. Pen then read a prepared report thanking the Board Members for their support.  The report noted that the Centennial dumpster continues to be a ‘necessary aggravation’ and requested that owners contact Americana or Resort Quest if they see inappropriate dumping taking place.  A copy of the report is attached with these minutes.  He also asked the owners present if they would like to Board to organize another owner picnic.  The overall response was positive and Labor Day Weekend set as the picnic date.
Pen noted that pressure would be applied to the Town of Dillon by the Board of Directors to address the repaving of the Corinthian Hill roads and pans sooner than scheduled.

Financial Report- Ned Brandt stated that the association is in good shape.  Pen stated that there would be no need for a special assessment.  A question was raised about the Insurance budget item.  Pen explained that the budget line item is for Directors insurance and that eliminating over coverage had reduced this amount.  He also noted that management fees are in line.  The Board of Directors has already approved the budget for the upcoming year.  Jay Weinstein asked about the upkeep of the area just past the playground.  Mr. Wimbush stated that the plan was to extend upkeep past the Clubhouse grounds to include this common property.  Jay Weinstein then moved to accept the financial report and 2004 budget; this was seconded by Scott Hummer and approved by unanimous vote (Budget attached).

Architectural Control Committee Report-          Joleen Meyer was not in attendance and President Wimbush presented the Architectural Committee report she had prepared.  A copy of the report is attached with these minutes.  He thanked all committee members for their services during the past year.  Handouts were available at the meeting outlining the ACC Purposes and Process and a Request of Exterior Changes Form to be completed. He also noted that if a modification was made to a duplex, then both owners must sign off on the project.  He stated that pending projects include reproofing of Centennial Town homes, a driveway modification, exterior stonework and a front deck expansion project.  Pen also noted that both entrance plantings will be upgraded, pending water availability and that volunteer help was always appreciated.    An owner noted that the Corinthian Hill sign is being obscured by the trees and is in need of repainting.  This item has already been brought up at a recent Board Meeting and costs are being investigated.  Another option could be to add gold lettering to the front entrance area.  The current sign would be difficult to relocate.  
Metro District Report- Pen also presented the Metro District report.  A copy is attached with these minutes.  He stated that one Board position is open if anyone is interested.  The clubhouse exterior has recently been repainted; the interior trim has been sanded and revarnished.  The heating element for the sauna was replaced.  The playground equipment was stained and repaired last fall.  The drive will be resealed late in the summer or early in the fall.  The Metro District is taking over maintenance of the rock wall area along the drive to the clubhouse.  A short discussion followed about the aspen trees.  The sprinklers are working along this area and wildflowers will be sown.  

5. Old Business- There was no old business discussed.
New Business-  Pen asked if the owners liked the newsletter sent out in the spring. With a positive response, he stated that another newsletter would be sent out in the fall.  Home delivery mailboxes were then brought up.  Americana Resort Properties will survey Dillon Bay and Centennial for possible interest.  Currently 1 mailbox is available.  This responsibility was just handed over to Americana.  There was no further new business.
6. Election of New Directors- Directors whose term expire at this meeting are Pen Wimbush, Angela Schulthess, and Joleen Meyer.   Terms, which will expire in 2005, are John Juhauz, Otto Vydra and Judy Hunt.  Pen asked if there were any nominations or interest from the assembled owners.  There being none, Pen Wimbush, Angela Schulthess and Joleen Meyer were elected to serve for a 3 year term by acclamation.  The motion was seconded and carried.

Jim Johnston asked to speak and stated that as a former Board Member he wanted to express his appreciation for the work the Board performs on behalf of the association.

7. Adjournment.  There being no further business Jay Weinstein moved to adjourn the meeting.  Jack Fisher seconded the motion. The meeting was adjourned at approximately 11:30 AM.
