ANNUAL MEETING

May 28, 2005
Dillon Town Hall

MINUTES
1. Call to Order- The meeting was called to order by Pen Wimbush at 10:06 AM after a social breakfast.

2. Attendance and Quorum- Board Members in attendance were Pen Wimbush, John Juhasz, Angela Schultess, and Joleen Meyer.  32 owners were present in person, 64 owners by proxy.  Quorum was declared.  Ned Brandt and Neale Miller from Americana Resort Properties were also present.  
3. Approval of Prior Minutes-   Jim Johnson motioned, Camilo Salazar seconded the approval of the 2004 meeting minutes.  All approved. 
4. President’s Report-  Given by Penington Wimbush  
a. CHPOA:  Thanks to the Board members Joleen Meyer, John Juhasz, Judy Hunt, Angela Schulthess, and Otto Vydra for their support, wisdom and time during this past year.   Ned Brandt and Neale Miller, of Americana Resort Properties, continue their very professional handling of the Association’s business and have far exceeded the expectations of the Board.  We will miss Jan Griffith-Rahn, but Neale Miller has been able to adequately fill her shoes.  Thanks to Linda Wimbush for arranging the refreshments this morning and for heading up the volunteer flower planting at both entrances.

The Board joins you in wanting to make Corinthian Hill the most desirable residential location in Summit County.  We believe that your attendance today reflects that desire.

The dumpster below Centennial continues to be a periodic problem, probably because of use by non-residents and dumping of inappropriate items. Please report any inappropriate use to me or Americana.  The fence has been repaired and painted this spring.

Entrance landscape maintenance will be handled this year by Howie Beck.  Generous donations to the planting fund will allow more planting in the next few weeks.  Please talk to Linda Wimbush if you can help in this effort.  The deteriorating boundary fence from James Court to the water tank will be dismantled this summer. The large west entrance sign and all the street signs will hopefully be repainted this year, incurring a large expense. New expenses for this summer will include rodent extermination at the entrances, to be shared with Dillon Bay, and replacement of small rocks along the pavement edges at both entrances.

Water restrictions remain in place for the Town of Dillon.    

The Town of Dillon has recently filled most of the pavement surface cracks, will soon replace more of the broken pan on lower Ensign, do some A&Z filling of other pan defects, and hopefully do a proposed street repair survey.  Chip coating may be performed next year, but a proposed $1.2 million renovation and resurfacing faces some difficult Town of Dillon budget restraints, maybe requiring a bond issue.  The Board plans continued dialogue with the Town.

Property owners are encouraged to attend the Memorial Day ceremonies at the Dillon Cemetery and the Town Forum June 4.

Speaking for the Board and Americana it has been our pleasure to represent and work for you this past year and we look forward to a good year.

b. Metro District Report: 

A vacancy is still open on the board.

For 2004 the Summit County property tax millage was increased producing a decreased assessment for another year.  Expenses were within the budget. Utility bills increased.

5. Financial Report- Ned Brandt reported that Corinthian Hill POA currently has $12,000 in bank.  The POA will be sending out the statements for 2005 dues in June.  The Board of Directors has decided to increase dues from $100 to $125 for the May 2005-June 2006 fiscal year.  Jay Weinstein motioned to approve increase and the Corinthian Hill budget already approved by the Board, Scott Hummer seconded.  All approved.  

6. Architectural Control Committee Report-   Joleen Meyer announced that there are openings on the ACC if anyone is interested in joining.  Joleen stated that any changes made to a property must receive approval from the ACC.  There are 3 building projects currently at Corinthian Hill, all begun by current owners.  Dick Clark stated that he would like the ACC to get more aggressive with lawn maintenance.   
7. Metro District Report- The hot tub deck was replaced this winter.  Also, the hot tub boiler recently broke and was replaced.  A gravel path to the playground was completed last fall.  The driveway was sealed last summer, though it is already showing cracks again.  There is a new clock in the meeting room, with new pictures planned as well.  The Metro District is leasing the Dillon Bay tennis court until December 2008 for $1/year.   The lease makes the Metro District responsible for maintenance of the tennis court.  The Metro District is planning to resurface the court this June, with the estimated costs of approximately $6000 in the budget.  
8. Old Business- none. 
9. New Business- There will be another Corinthian Hill homeowner’s picnic scheduled for the Saturday during Labor Day weekend.  There was discussion about the disrepair of the dumpster fence.  It was suggested that the association should place a sign on the fence asking homeowners to close the fence after use.  
10. Election of New Directors- John Juhasz, Judy Hunt, and Otto Vydra were up for reelection.  Scott Hummer motioned, all approved the reelection of the current board members.
Scott Hummer asked to speak and stated that he wanted to express his appreciation for the work the Board performs on behalf of the association.

11. Adjournment.  There being no further business Jay Weinstein moved to adjourn the meeting.  Peggy Beeler seconded the motion. The meeting was adjourned at approximately 11:12 AM.
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
