3. Approval of Prior Minutes-   Jay Weinstein motioned, Scott Hummer seconded the approval of the 2005 Annual Meeting minutes.  All approved. 
4. President’s Report-  Given by Penington Wimbush  
a. CHPOA:  Pen said thank you to all Board members and Americana Resort Properties for their work over the past year.  He also said thanks to Linda Wimbush for the meeting refreshments and the many hours that she has spent planting and tending to the Corinthian Hill entrance flower garden.  Also a special thanks to the Janssen’s for donating plants to the plant fund.  
b. 2005/6 Accomplishments:  

· Street signs replaced with metal, more durable and visible signs.  ‘No Outlet’ signs will be ordered for the Dillon Bay, Centennial, and Private Drive signs. 

· ‘No Overnight Parking’ sign added to east end of Ensign Drive since there was a problem with vehicles being parked there long-term.
· Additional mailbox added to Clubhouse, allowing additional 13 boxes
· Recreational Vehicle Ballot passed in November 2005:  Received in excess of 67% vote needed to pass measure.  There is now a 3 day maximum on parking recreational vehicles.  The rules and regulations have been revised to show this change.

· Board has approved the replacement of the dumpster gate for this summer for cost of $1500.  

· Neale Miller reported on Senate Bill 100- Corinthian Hill has created a website (www.corinthianhill.com) to be in compliance with the new Colorado laws in regard to HOAs. 
5. Financial Report- Scott Hummer motioned, Doug Robinson seconded the financial report and acceptance of the 2006-7 CHPOA budget.  This reflects $125 annual assessment. 
6. Architectural Control Committee Report-   Joleen Meyer and Bob Lee announced their resignation from the ACC.  Joleen has served as Head of the ACC for many years and was thanked for her commitment to maintaining Corinthian Hill.  Bob Lee was also thanked for his time and dedication to the committee.  There are openings on the ACC if any owner is interested.  The ACC will be conducting a walk through of the neighborhood this summer and will contact any owners who need to improve their exterior. Also, all ACC documents are now available at www.corinthianhill.com.      
7. Metro District Report-
-     Term Limits:  Pen Wimbush and John Juhasz’s Board terms end in 2010.  Angela Schultess, Judy Hunt, and Grace Dugan’s terms end in 2008.  The current rules state that these Board members cannot continue to serve on the Metro District Board after their term date.  Since there are a limited number of owners willing to fill these positions, the Metro District will vote thru a mail vote in the next couple of years whether to suspend term limits.  

· Plumbing Repair:  The Clubhouse has had ongoing plumbing repair.  It may be necessary to replace the boiler this year since it is 30 years old and showing its age.  

· The hot tub deck has been varnished with a stain used on boat docks.  

· In 2005, the Metro District spent $5800 on resurfacing the Corinthian Hill tennis court.  New cracks expected- hopefully can be repaired.  
· New pictures and wall hanging were installed in the Clubhouse (thanks Angela Schultess!)

Projects for this summer:
· New pool lights will be installed (down lighting)

· Will continue to repair cracks in driveway

· Turned up temperature slightly in pool (from 80 degrees to 82 degrees)
8. Old Business- None.  
9. New Business- There will be another Corinthian Hill homeowner’s picnic scheduled for the Saturday during Labor Day weekend.  Discussion on Dillon town center and need for Corinthian Hill to have a voice in development decisions.  
10. Election of New Directors-  No Directors were up for reelection.  Next year, Pen Wimbush, Angela Schultess, and Joleen Meyer will be up for reelection.  
11. Adjournment.  There being no further business Jay Weinstein moved to adjourn the meeting.  Scott Hummer seconded the motion. The meeting was adjourned at approximately 11:02 AM.
