Approval of Prior Minutes-   Jay Weinstein motioned, Scott Hummer seconded the approval of the 2006 Annual Meeting minutes.  All approved. 
Presentation by the Town of Dillon:

a. In April 2008, there will be a vote on a sales tax increase in order to pay for the repaving of Ensign Drive, Corinthian Circle, and James Court.  If you want these streets repaved, vote for the sales tax increase.  Otherwise, these streets will be repaved on a 35-40 year schedule.   
b. Private property owners are required to spray all noxious weeds on their property.

c. John Mackey said the police will continue to watch HWY 6 closely for speeding.  The police dept recognizes the noise impact increased speed can have on Corinthian Hill owners.  
President’s Report-  Given by Penington Wimbush  
a.   Thank you to all Board members for their support, wisdom, and time during this past year. Ned Brandt and Neale Miller from Americana Resort Properties continue their very professional handling of the Associations business.  Thanks again this year to Linda Wimbush for arranging the refreshments this morning and heading up the volunteer flower planting at the entrances.

b.   Projects completed in 2005-2006
1.  Street signs project completed with the addition of 3 ‘NO OUTLET’ signs.

  

2.  The dumpster door replacement has been completed. 
3.  Unauthorized and inappropriate use of the dumpster continues by outsiders and occasionally residents/renters.
4.  The ACC as been busy with the addition of 2 new duplexes and monitoring completion of one single family remodel and completion of one duplex.  

5.  Recent street repairs by the Town of Dillon make it obvious that no significant street repaving is scheduled for 2007.

6.  Discussion on Labor Day picnic.  The consensus of attendants was to have the Labor Day picnic 

Metro District Report-  
A.  We, as a metropolitan taxing district, have the option to suspend term limits by holding a district election late this summer.  
B.  Assessment for 2006 was unchanged from 2005.  Utility bills have continued to increase.

C.  Completed Projects
· Ongoing plumbing repair – we may need to replace a boiler.

· Funding may be needed with help from the CHPOA.

· Hot tub has had a filter replaced and leaks repaired

· Windows washed this spring

· Tennis court cracks filler and repainted last summer

· Outside pool lights  replaced

· Satisfactory fire department inspection

D.  Upcoming projects

· Fill cracks and reseal driveway

· Clean or replace pool curtains

· Plumbing repairs as needed

· Probably need to do more crack repairs on tennis court

· Repair cracks in clubhouse sidewalk

· Paint bathrooms
E. Discussion on $35 Assessment for pool boiler and tennis court cracks.  

· Jay Weinstein motioned for $35 assessment to fund pool improvements and the  CHPOA reserves to give up to $1500 to the Metro District for tennis court crack filling.  All in favor, none opposed.  

Financial Report- Dick Lansford motioned, Jim Johnston seconded the financial report and acceptance of the 2007-8 CHPOA budget.  This reflects $125 annual assessment and a $35 special assessment. 
Old Business- 
a. Gerry Karl requested for a survey to be sent out to all homeowners about the tennis court lease.  The lease for the tennis court is up for renewal in September 2008, and the Metro District Board may not renew due to the high cost of maintenance.  

New Business- 
a. Jay Weinstein asked for a list of Americana’s responsibilities so he knows who to call for problems.  

b. Motion, all approved, that the CHPOA get 3 bids for all contracts over $1000.
c. Noise pollution- request for homeowners to not be allowed to mow at night.  
Election of New Directors-  Pen Wimbush, Angela Schultess, and Joleen Meyer were reelected.  Jay Weinstein motioned, Jim Johnston seconded, all approved the election.  
Adjournment.  There being no further business Jay Weinstein moved to adjourn the meeting.  Dick Langsford seconded the motion. The meeting was adjourned at approximately 11:30 AM.
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
