This vote is to change the Corinthian Hill bylaws to read: “Recreational vehicles, to include motor homes, ATV’s, travel trailers, mobile campers, boats, trailers, snowmobiles and related equipment may be parked in parking spaces assigned to individual homeowners for a period of no more that three (3) consecutive days for loading, unloading and maintenance purposes only, as long as they do not interfere with traffic flow or snow removal operations.  Storage of the above items, as well as any motorized lawn care equipment, for a period of longer than (3) consecutive days on any other portions of the homeowners property, i.e. under decks, against the side of a structure or in any location that is visible from a public right of way, an adjacent homeowner’s property or the general public is also prohibited. The only exception would be in areas designated on the original construction plans as being a ‘storage area’, and previously approved by the CHPOA Board.”
