Quorum:  Quorum declared.   

Judy moved to approve the minutes of the last meeting and John seconded.  All approved.

Financial and Management Report:  

Americana will have a 2005 budget prepared for the CHPOA Annual Meeting.  Currently, there is 1 remaining delinquent account for the CHPOA.  There was a discussion about increasing the 1.5% interest rate, but the Board decided to stay with the current rate.  
ACC Report: 

Neale will audit the addresses on the ACC list to make sure list is correct.  Neale will also audit the names and addresses in the CHPOA system to make sure all information is up to date.
Keen house:  The ACC has not heard back from the Keen’s about their house painting.  Neale will follow up with them with a certified letter stating they need to paint their house. Also, Neale will call the Keen’s about their dog running loose.  

The ACC will send a letter to the Centennial Board officially approving their retaining wall.  

New Business:  

Fence:  Americana received 2 responses to the letter sent out the homeowners bordering the Fence on the Eastern boundary.  The letter asked whether the homeowners would prefer to see the fence removed or fixed.  Both homeowners replied that they would prefer to see it removed.  John motioned and Joleen seconded the removal of the fence this summer.  Americana will get a bid to tear down and dispose of the fence.  
Neale will have a company assess the damage at the tennis court by the end of April.  Americana will then study budget and see what the CHPOA can afford to spend on fixing the court.

Tree lights will turned off at Easter.  
Painting of the Signs:  Jerry Meyer will give bid for painting the entrance sign and the street signs.  Americana will take down signs and replace them for the painting project.  

Dumpster Fence:  Americana will solicit bids for repairing the fence.  Neale will contact ResortQuest to see if the want to be involved in soliciting bids.  John motioned and all approved getting a fence bid.  

Neale will e-mail all boards a list of names, e-mail addresses, and phone numbers for Corinthian Hill, Metro District, Centennial, and Dillon Bay.  

Americana maintenance will turn on the sprinklers in May.

New Business:  

The Board scheduled the CHPOA Annual Meeting for May 28.  John Juhasz, Judy Hunt, and Otto Vydra are all up for re-election.  Pen Wimbush, Joleen Meyer, and Angela Schultess’s will be up for re-election in 2007.  

Neale will send out the proxy in mid-April for the meeting.  Joleen will supply a list of ACC issues to go out with proxy.  

Spring Newsletter:  Include a list of people who contributed to the planting fund.  Need to propose a date for planting in the newsletter- after June 15 was suggested.  
Next Meeting:  May 14, 2005 at 10:00am in the Clubhouse.
